The Annual Catholic Appeal supports 
the Catholic Migration Services office 
which helps vulnerable people in our 
communities, low-income people, and 
immigrant families, many of whom are 
our neighbors and live here in Brooklyn 
and Queens. One of the many services 
that Catholic Migration Service offers 
is assisting low-wage and immigrant 
workers with problems they might have 
on the job. Migrants often work long 
hours and in unsafe working conditions. 
Our office helps them recover any wages 
that they might be owed, we file claims 
and offer other services. These are people 
that cannot pay private attorneys, so 
we are resources for these individuals; 
often they are the ones that need legal 
assistance urgently to pay for their 
family’s basic needs.

Care for Retired Priests

Msgr. Edward P. Doran was ordained in 1984 and 
has been a priest for 39 years in the Diocese of 
Brooklyn. Msgr. Doran has served as a pastor for 
3 Churches in the Diocese: St. Francis Xavier, St. 
Gerard Majella Shrine, and St. Charles Borromeo. 
Prior to his ordination, Father Doran was a 
member of the Marist Brothers for 21 years where 
he was director of guidance at Archbishop Molloy 
High School. He is a member of the Diocesan 
Addictions Committee; a part-time professor 
in the department of Counseling at St. John’s 
University, Jamaica; and a part-time chaplain at 
Queensborough Community College. In June of 
2022, Msgr. Doran moved to Bishop Mugavero 
Residence. Due to medical circumstances, it was 
essential for him to be in a setting that does not 
require him to climb many flights of stairs. Msgr. 
Doran remains active and continues to teach at 

the university as an adjunct professor in 
the Department of Counseling at St. John’s 
University. Msgr. Doran enjoys being a 
resident at Bishop Mugavero Residence; he 
enjoys assisting his fellow priests, driving 
them to personal errands or appointments. 
He appreciates the many services provided, 
such as the exercise room and swimming 
pool, which he uses three days a week to 
remain active. Msgr. Doran finds that he 
has far more time for prayer and looks 
at the retirement residence as sort of 
the human “dynamo” for the priests, 
parishioners and the parish. Msgr. Doran is 
grateful and prays every day in thanksgiving 
for the generosity for himself and other 
retired priests that have benefited 
tremendously from the sacrificial offering 
of those who contribute to the Annual 
Catholic Appeal.
